Some new parents 
want everything in 
the nursery to be 
color coordinated 
and matched to a 
theme; others will 
love whatever they 
receive. If it matters to you, 

The more you can know about 
parent expectations, the bet-
ter you will feel about your 
gift.  Look for neutral 
themes: ducks, sheep, bunnies 
and other animals, polka dots 
and stripes, teddy bears, cir-
cus prints and baby toys. 
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easily and doesn t shr ink.  I t 
has a low loft but shows the 
quilting well; easy to hand 
quilt. 

Cotton batting must be 
quilted fairly closely and will 
shrink upon washing; gives the 
ant ique look and is ver y 

soft.  Choose cotton without 
scrim (binder that holds the 
cotton fibers and makes the 
batt denser) if you want to 
hand quilt. 

We do not recommend quilt-
ing with nylon invisible 
thread on baby quilts. 

We recommend choosing the 
batting for your quilt with the 
user and care in mind.   All of 
our Hobbs bat t s ar e good 
choices and all come in the 
baby (45x60) size or can be 

cut from the bolt.

You might want to: 

Ask what the parents pre-
fer! 

Give an heirloom quilt with 
an acid box and tissue pa-
per and an explanation of  
how to keep the quilt for 
generations to come. 

Sometimes the quilter has a 
different vision of how a quilt 
for baby will be used and 
maintained from that of the 
parents receiving the gift.  Do 
yourself a favor: be sure your 
purpose is clear and your ex-
pectations are warranted.  

Add a rod pocket to the 
quilt back if you think, or 
wish, the quilt to be hung. 

Provide washing instruc-
tions.
