Each year about this time 
we like to remind you to 
plan ahead for machine 
quilting needs as the holi-
days approach. 

If you haven t already made 
appointments with a quilter, 
now s the time.  Many ma-
chine quilters do not quilt 
after December 1st, so it s 
imperative to get appoint-
ments well in advance. 

Other points to remember: 

Your quilter needs an 
additional 4 or more 
on each side of your 
backing fabric to attach 
to the frame.  Don t 
forget to allow for 
shrinkage if you are pre-
washing your fabric. 

Tear or cut off the sel-
vage edges when you 
piece your back. 

Take a neatly pressed 
top and back to your 
quilter with all threads 
trimmed. 

Take time to have a 
clear conversation with 
your quilter about your 
expectations, design 
concepts, thread color, 
timing, etc.  You can 
learn a lot from your 
quilter s experience! 

Mid-Year Thoughts On Your Quilt ing Schedule 

Direct ions To The New Market Grange Hall 

Cut t ing Cor rect ly Is Essent ial! 

144 W (New Market).  Fol-
low into town.  You will 
pass a farm market on the 
right; road curves around 
bend.  Pass small white 
church on left and then 
small brick church on left. 
Turn left into first side 
street this is 8th Alley.  

Approaching From Rt 
70 East (coming from 
Frederick or points 
west):Take MD75W exit 
(exit 62) off Rt. 70E. Come 
to stop sign; turn left onto 
Rt. 75 and move into left 
lane as you approach light. 
Turn left at light onto MD 

Follow alley past Mealey s 
parking lot; alley turns to 
right.  Grange Hall is on the 
left; parking in front and to 
side. 

Approaching from Rt. 
70West:  Same directions 
except you will turn right 
onto Rt. 75. 

strength with the rotary 
cutter and holding your 
ruler comes from the 
shoulder, not the el-
bow. Make sure your 
table is not too high. If 
it s too low, you ll be 
hunched and hurt your 
back. 

Change your rotary 
blade regularly! 

Use a ruler with built-in 
grids or add sandpaper 
grids to yours. 

Hold your rotary cutter 
firmly and ruler, but 
don t clench your mus-
cles too tightly. 

Many quilters, both new 
and long-time, struggle with 
cutting problems.  Some of 
the solutions are actually 
quite simple, so check on 
these before you throw in 
the towel!
